PROJECT FULL CIRCLE

In 2001, DBTC undertook a project to
collect and fix bikes for the children at the St.
Vincent Home for children. That first year, DBTC
collected, repaired, and delivered some 55 bikes
for the kids, and we have been continuing that
project ever since. It came to be named
“Project Full Circle”.

Mt. St. Vincent Home was started in
1883 by the Sisters of Charity of Leavenworth
(Kansas) as a home for orphans. Many changes
occurred over the years. In 1969, the home be-
gan to provide residential and day treatment for
boys and girls (ages 5-14) with severe emotional
and behavioral difficulties. Many of the children
are victims of abuse and/or neglect.

Don Pearson was one of the first vol-
unteers and fell naturally into being the “head
fixit guy”. He’s the one who keeps everyone and
everything organized and holds the project to-
gether. The club has a wonderful and generous
group of members who give their time and en-
ergy to support these children and this important
program.

Don says “We must continually repair
the bikes - you know how kids are - they can
break anything - but they're just kids, so we fix
those we can. We have a big pile of junked ones
we use for parts. And continue to collect other

ones to replace those that are not repairable. It's
so great to see their happy faces when they get
a bike. The kids are just so excited to get, what
is to most of them, their first bike, even if it's not
shiny and new. The kids don't really “own” the
bike, but are just allowed to use it while at the
home. We have a good budget this year for
parts, but we still encourage continuing dona-
tions of used bikes, bike parts, and helmets.”

The Golden Optimists Club also has a
program to provide bikes to underprivileged chil-
dren. Currently we work together to share bikes,
parts, and helmets. Howard Bagdad, DBTC past
president, is president of the Golden Optimists.
Westside Cycling and Wheat Ridge Cyclery
have also been generous supporters of Project
Full Circle.

The Glenwood Springs/Aspen bike tour is a long-established
tradition in the Denver Bicycle Touring Club. The bike route primarily fol-
lows scenic back roads and bicycle paths through the Roaring Fork
Valley giving riders a chance to view the valley’s beautiful fall colors.

This two-day ride is 90-miles roundtrip with 2,000 feet of ele-
vation gain. On Friday night we stay at the Silver Spruce Motel in
Glenwood Springs. On Saturday, we ride from Glenwood Springs to
Aspen and spend the night at Hotel Aspen. On Sunday we return to
Glenwood Springs by the same route.

The trip price of $190 includes motel in Glenwood Springs
Friday night (double occupancy), motel in Aspen Saturday night (double
occupancy), wine and cheese happy hour and lasagna dinner Saturday
night, deluxe continental breakfast Sunday morning, sag wagon and sag
driver, and leadership.

THE NEW WOMAN
An Oakland Barber's Complaint Against His Spouse

Oakland, Aug. 3 - Because his wife wears bloomers and rides a bicycle, and, according

to his complaint, stays out late at night, drinking beer in the private boxes of Bohemia, William E.

I AM A SIGN POST
A number of DBTC members have been on
commercial bike tours where the system of us-
ing the riders as “sign posts” is used. To make
it work, you need a designated “leader” and a
designated “sweep” (last person). Each time
you make a turn or reach an area of confusing
direction, the person directly behind the leader
stays at that spot and directs the riders. He
stays till the sweep arrives, then rejoins the
group. Some rides may need multiple sign
posts - and some rides at only one spot. It
really works and can be fun!
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
